Shop Talk
“Punch-list”
As we near the end of the winter, we should still have a few lingering rainy days to come in April.

This gives you time to put together a “punch-list” of things to do around the house in preparation for spring & summer before the weather gets to nice to stay indoors. 

Here are a few things you could put on your list:
· Check and/or change your AC filter if needed.

· This is a good time to have a licensed HVAC contractor come out and inspect and clean your evaporator coil and pan if needed. Summer Tune Up
· Have your AC/heater thermostat inspected and changed to digital thermostat if it is an old analog type. (analog; manual dial adjustment only)

· Contact the 312 office to schedule The Keys HVAC technician to vacuum out the “common area” condensation line.

· Check and clean vents/registers and adjust accordingly. 

· Check your window screens and replace any screens with tears or holes. Replace missing screens and damaged frames.
· Check the rollers on your windows and balcony sliding glass door; they should slide smoothly with little resistance.  It is best to have a glass company service the windows and door. The manufacture of the windows and sliding glass door is Bloomberg.

· This is a good time to clean the weep holes in the windows and sliding glass door.

· Inspect your garbage disposal. Look under the sink for leaks and corrosion. Loud garbage disposals are usually a sign of worn out garbage disposal blades and the garbage disposal should be replaced.

· Check and/or change the air-oil filter to the over the stove fan vent. These can be picked up from your local hardware stores.

· Clean your kitchen and bathroom sink aerators. This is the screen at the tip of the faucets. You can use a rag and a pair of pliers to loosen the aerators if they don’t unscrew/come loose with your fingers. 
It is a good idea to test run your air conditioner before it gets to far into the summer months.
You can effectively test your air conditioner when the outside temperature is in the mid seventies. Set your thermostat two to three degrees below what the temperature reads inside of your unit, set the thermostat to auto and to the cool setting. The unit should run. It will take a minute or so for the air conditioner to begin the cooling cycle.

Put your hand to a vent/register, you should feel a noticeable difference in the air coming out. If you don’t think colder air is coming out of the vent/register, call the 312 office to schedule a courtesy AC/heater check before you call out a contractor. It may be a circuit breaker that needs to be re-set or an improper thermostat setting.

Contractors are expensive and very busy during the peak summer months so remember, preventive maintenance is the best policy. By doing some of the suggested items on the punch-list above you will save time and money in the long run.[image: image1.png]
